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General Manager Report June 23, 2026

1. 3rd of July planning – We have obtained our permit and all the necessary requirement, as of now we have 17 vendors and counting. If you would like to be a volunteer for the event, please contact the office. A big thank you to NSEDA and Mojave Trails Outreach for their donations towards the fireworks.
2. Thank you to the American Legion for replacing our flag and for cleaning out the big horn sheep’s water tank behind the building.
3. I spoke with Iris Gutierrez and welcomed her to her new position as our county field representative. I spoke with her regarding our Tax assessment, property income, and parcel tax roll. She is gathering the information and will be getting back to me.  
4. Lillian spoke with LAFCO regarding our water rights; they referred her to Mojave Water Agency. MWA told her that the CSD does have some water rights mostly pertaining to pumping for fires. We can further obtain temporary or permanent water rights for a fee. He mentioned that they are currently in a court proceeding over many people wanting to obtain water rights. 
5. Regarding the Homeless ordinance, Lillian spoke with code enforcement who sent us an email recommending that the CSD contact the local Sheriff's Department station and submit a 602 Trespass Letter of Authority. This would authorize the Sheriff's Department to remove or arrest individuals who are trespassing on the property.
While they currently have ordinances that authorize enforcement of camping on public property, they do not have a mechanism in place to physically remove homeless individuals or their belongings. Their office can post encampments with a 72-hour Notice to Vacate, which would then allow your agency to proceed with abatement of the encampment. However, they believe the most effective long-term solution for our agency would be obtaining a trespass authorization, as it provides an ongoing enforcement mechanism through law enforcement.
The 602 form does include instructions regarding the posting of "No Trespassing" signs on the property.
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
